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DESCRIPTION
TODD — HEWITT BROTH is used for the cultivation of B-hemolytic Streptococci and their serological identification from clinical samples.

PRINCIPLE OF THE METHOD

The medium is made from a Todd Hewitt base consisting of beef heart, peptone and yeast extract. The basic medium is formulated to provide
the necessary nutrients for the development of streptococci. Carbon and energy are provided by glucose. Disodium phosphate and sodium
carbonate serve as buffers that ultimately protect haemolysin from acids produced during fermentation of the carbohydrate.

PRECAUTIONS

TODD — HEWITT BROTH is an in-vitro laboratory diagnostic material and should only be handled by qualified people in the laboratory. This
material contains peptones and extracts of animal origin. The certificates regarding the origin and health status of the animals do not fully
guarantee the absence of transmissible pathogens. For this reason, it is recommended that these materials be treated as potentially infectious,
with the usual safety precautions (avoiding ingestion or inhalation). Plates should always be handled with gloves and in Laminar flow Class I,
to avoid contamination mainly by saprophytic fungi. If the plate is cracked or the bag has a hole, do not use it. Do not use petri dishes if there
are signs of microbial contamination. The thickness of the agar must be 4 - 5 mm and the material without cracks, dryness or other signs of
deterioration. After the expiry date the material is unfit for use. In case of contact with the skin, wash immediately with plenty of water and
soap. Positive samples must be destroyed according to the hygienic rules prescribed for the management of contaminated samples.

STORAGE CONDITIONS

The tubes should be stored at 2 — 12°C in their original packaging until use. Even momentary freezing can destroy the medium. Excessive
heating should also be avoided. The tubes can be used until the expiration date indicated on the label. Stability studies have shown that during
transport, the tubes can remain at 6 - 25°C for up to 5 days or at 25 - 40°C for 48 hours without affecting product performance.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE
Inoculate the swab directly into TODD — HEWITT BROTH. Incubate aerobically for 18-24 hours at 35-37°C. After incubation, subculture on
COLUMBIA C.N.A. (Sheep Blood). Incubate the plates aerobically for 18-24 hours at 35-37°C.

READING AND INTERPRETATION
Observe the development of B-haemolytic or non-haemolytic, Gram positive colonies in COLUMBIA C.N.A. (Sheep Blood)
Using individual colonies, perform serological tests to detect Streptococcus antigen.

LIMITATIONS OF THE METHOD
TODD — HEWITT BROTH is an enrichment broth. Additional tests, including subculturing on appropriate agar, as well as biochemical or

serological tests using pure cultures, must be conducted for full identification. For further information, refer to relevant references.
